The Financing Agreement prohibits withdrawal from the financing account for the purpose of any payment to persons or entities, or for any import of goods, if such payment or import, to the knowledge of CDB, is prohibited by a decision of the United Nations Security Council taken under Chapter VII of the Charter of the United Nations. No party other than GOGR shall derive any rights from the Financing Agreement or have any claim to the proceeds of the Financing.

The objective of the consultancy is to prepare the Basic Needs Trust Fund Tenth Project (BNTF 10) Country Project Completion Report (CPCR), in accordance with the guidance provided in the Terms of Reference. This consultant shall provide the following; (i) a comprehensive review of and assessment the achievement of project results (outputs and outcomes); (ii) an assessment of the operational functioning and performance evaluation of the grant, including institutional arrangements, governance, and grant management; and (iii) an evaluation of the extent to which recommendations from the BNTF 10 Mid-Term Evaluation (MTE) were considered and incorporated.

The Rural Development Unit (RDU) now invites interested eligible individual consultants to submit Expressions of Interest indicating qualifications and experience required to provide this consultancy services.  

Individuals shall be eligible to participate if:

(a) the persons are citizens or bona fide residents of an eligible country; and

(b) in all cases, the individual has no arrangement and undertakes not to make any arrangements, whereby any substantial part of the net profits or other tangible benefits of the contract will accrue or be paid to a person not a citizen or bona fide resident of an eligible country.

Eligible countries are member countries of CDB. Consultants are advised to review the detailed eligibility criteria detailed in Section 4 and conflict of interest provisions in Section 5 of the Procurement Procedures for Projects Financed by CDB (January, 2021), as published on CDB’s website.

In the assessment of submissions, consideration will be given to qualifications and experience on similar assignments.
